❖ Cincinnati Police Department - to establish valid Identification 

❖ Cities of Cincinnati, OH and Covington, KY offer all municipal services access 

❖ The cities of Blue Ash, Forest Park, St. Bernard, Springdale, West Chester Township Law 

Enforcement Departments – to establish valid identification 

❖ Hamilton County Sheriff - to establish valid Identification, includes 13 Patrol Districts. The Patrol 

Section is responsible for providing primary police service to the following 13 unincorporated 

townships within Hamilton County: Anderson Township, Columbia Township, Green Township, 

Miami Township, Symmes Township, Crosby Township, Harrison Township, Sycamore Township, 

Whitewater Township, the Village of North Bend, the Village of Silverton, the village of Arlington 

Heights, and the Village of Lincoln Heights. 

❖ Cincinnati Fire Department - to establish valid Identification 

❖ Cincinnati Public Library of Hamilton County – to obtain a library card at any branch. 

❖ Greater Cincinnati Water Works – to establish water and sewer services 

❖ Cincinnati and Hamilton County Health Departments and Clinics- to access medical and dental 

care 

❖ Tri-Health-to access medical care 

❖ Women’s, Infants, and Children’s program (WIC) - valid identification for WIC services 

❖ Cincinnati Parks and Recreation - to access CRC membership services 

❖ To obtain building and event permits from the City of Cincinnati  

❖ Trash Pickup - To establish services within the city 

❖ Property maintenance and Code Enforcement - to submit a formal complaint 

❖ All City of Cincinnati and City of Covington agencies and public services will accept this as a valid 

form of Identification except when the state and/or federal law supersede that of the local

❖ Women’s, Infants, and Children’s program (WIC) - identificación válida para recibir servicios WIC 

❖ Departamento de Parques y Recreación de Cincinnati- para acceder servicios de membrecía 

❖ Obtener permisos de construcción o eventos en la ciudad de Cincinnati  

❖ Recogido de basura- para establecer servicios dentro de la ciudad de Cincinnati 

❖ Property maintenance and Code Enforcement- para someter una queja formal 

❖ Todas las agencias y servicios públicos de las ciudades de Cincinnati y Covington aceptaran esta 

tarjeta excepto cuando existe una ley estatal/federal que reemplaza la jurisdicción local.
